On January 25, 2007, the Summit County Board of Adjustments (BOA) upheld the Summit County Board of County Commissioners (BCC) decision made in March 2006 to deny the condo/hotel final site plan.  The HOA “won” in that respect; the developer’s final site plan was denied. 

However, the HOA’s attorneys (Bruce Shapiro of Shapiro Partridge and Larry Moore of Ray Quinney & Nebecker) strongly felt that the BOA’s 7-page January 25 decision went beyond the bounds of its authority by giving the developer more time (248 more days) to file yet another final site plan.  In fact, the Sun Peak HOA appealed this BOA decision but the BOA denied this appeal on February 22, 2007.  This is the essential reason why the Sun Peak HOA filed a “Petition for Review of the Summit County Board of Adjustment Decision” on February 26, 2007 in Third District Court.

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Sun Peak Property Owners Who Rent Their Homes

Please make sure that you pass along any Sun Peak community information to your renter, especially if you release your privileges for the clubhouse to them.  You should not give a clubhouse key to a new renter.  Instead, the property manager (Brenda Lake - 640-1150) should issue the key to the renter after you have given written permission to do so.  At that time, the rules and procedures will be reviewed and the renter will sign the appropriate paperwork to ensure a proper understanding of the clubhouse’s use. The Sun Peak property owner is responsible for ensuring that the renter follows the Sun Peak Master CC&R’s.  This includes prohibiting the parking of trailers in driveways or on lawns and following any other CC&R’s, clubhouse rules or policies. If you are an owner and are renting your home, contact Brenda Lake with any questions.  Special care should be taken if the renters are using the clubhouse without you signing the appropriate paperwork for clubhouse use.  You are responsible for your renter’s proper use of the facilities.

Please be considerate of your neighbors 

· Turn off outdoor lights before 11 p.m.
· Clean up any items stored under your decks and in your yard that may be an eyesore to your neighbors.
· Bring your trashcans in from the street after the trash is picked up.  They cannot be stored outside.
· Remember that trailers and RV’s of any kind cannot be stored in your driveway.  They may be parked in your driveway only during periods of use up to 72 hours.
Speeding on Bear Hollow Drive

Two years ago, the HOA requested that Summit County Engineering install a flashing speed sign on Bear Hollow Drive.  We hope to see this sign installed this spring.  The electronic sign flashes your speed if you are exceeding the 25-mile an hour speed limit.  There have been a number of complaints lately about the speeding along Bear Hollow and this is one of the traffic-calming devices the County can provide.  We do hope that being a good neighbor is important to all of us and once this sign is installed and you find that you are speeding, you slow down for the safety of everyone in our community.

Pool Opening – The pool will open at 10 a.m. on May 19 for everyone’s enjoyment.  The pool water is heated to 80 degrees.
Sun Peak Trails
Last fall, the HOA had a large number of dead cottonwood trees cut down in the open space between Mahre Drive and Tommy Moe Place.  This spring, the trees will be removed so that the planned walking trail can be installed.  This trail will be a single-track dirt trail for Sun Peak residents only.  Look for this work to be done once the ground is firm enough to allow heavy equipment into this area.  

Noxious Weeds
To educate people about noxious weeds, the County has produced a pamphlet with pictures and descriptions of the most common noxious weeds found in Summit County.  We have these pamphlets available at the clubhouse on the table inside the front door for interested property owners.  Dyer’s Woad and thistle are the two most common weeds found in Sun Peak.  Each spring, the HOA pays a local landscaper to spray our open space for these weeds and we ask that you eliminate these weeds from in and around your yard too.  Greenleaf Enterprises, 647-6776, is the company we use to spray these weeds if you would like a professional to eliminate these weeds for you.
